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Rifat Hisarcıklıoğlu is the President of Union of Chambers and Commodity Exchanges of Turkey (TOBB), which represents 364 Chambers and Commodity Exchanges in Turkey. TOBB is the largest non-profit business organization in Turkey, linking the government and business community. 
He was born in Ankara, in 1955 in Turkey. He is married with 3 children. 
Mr. Hisarcıklıoğlu earned his B.A. degree in Economics and Management from the Gazi University. After his graduation he completed his military service. Between 1978-1981 he worked for Nuh Machinery Group. In 1981 and 1983 he founded Eskihisar İnşaat and Eskihisar Dışticaret A.Ş. respectively, which are specilized on construction materials. Currently he is the chairman and share holder of these companies. 
Before his presidency he worked as a Vice President of TOBB for a year, on June 26th, 2001 he became the president. He was re-elected in May-2002 for two years. 

Since August-2001 he has been the President of the Foreign Economic Relations Board (DEİK), which aims to contribute to the efforts for improving Turkey's external economic relations through Business Councils world-wide. DEİK assists the business community in the development of foreign economic and commercial activities for the benefit of the country and in the best evaluation of business opportunities through Business Councils established with 66 countries under the aegis of DEİK, which is established by TOBB. 
He is also the chairman of the ICC-Turkey (International Chamber of Commerce, National Committee ), since September 2001. 
He has an active role in the TOBB Educational and Cultural Foundation, he pioneered establishment of the 'TOBB Economy and Technology University' in Ankara, In July 2003. 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Fibor A.Ş., a construction materials trading company, 
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Sogutozu A.Ş., which built and operates the biggest shopping mall in Ankara called "Armada",
