NEW COMPREHENSIVE GUIDE FOR FILLING ATR FORM

An ATR or A.TR is a certificate for the movement of industrial products entitled to preferential duty rates, usually zero, for export to Turkey under the terms of the Customs Union between the EU and Turkey. The purpose of an ATR Movement Certificate is to declare that the goods to be exported from the EU to Turkey (or imported to the EU from Turkey) are either manufactured in, or, irrespective of their origin, have free circulation status within the EU (or Turkey). To complete the ATR export procedure, ATR Forms in the UK must be certified by an authorised body The TBCCI as an authorised Chamber under the authority delegated by HMRC can complete the whole certification.
